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What is this project? 
Funding to support walking, wheeling and cycling is being made available by the West Yorkshire Combined Authority, as part of the work to build the Weaver Network, the new leading integrated transport network for West Yorkshire.

Grants of up to £5,000 will be available for any community organisation to use for a project which relates in any way to walking, wheeling and/or cycling. Applications for community grant funding will be accepted from 3 June to 1 July, with funding to be spent within 12 months of receipt of the grant.

Grants of up to £50,000 will be available for any community organisation to become ‘walking and cycling hubs’; long term hubs that help people walk and cycle more within their local community through ongoing support services. Applications for walking and cycling hub funding will be accepted from 3 June to 1 July, with funding to be spent within 12 months of receipt of the grant.

This scheme aims to broaden access to walking, wheeling and cycling by empowering organisations to deliver supporting services in ways that make sense locally.
